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Classrooms shall be arranged into Small Learning Communities with core subjects, CTE,
ESE, skills labs, and resource rooms interspersed. Shared teacher planning and storage
shall be placed in each SLC. Spaces for Administration shall also be interspersed
throughout the instructional areas. The two options for Small Learning Communities include
(A) five SLC’s of 350-400 students in grades 9-12, and (B) a Ninth Grade Academy for 450-
500 students, plus the five SLC’s of 250-300 students in grades 10-12.

The design shall accommodate five Small Learning Communities at Venice High School, as
follows:

1. Hospitality, Education & Leadership — whose CTE spaces include Early
Childhood, Culinary Arts, and Smart Home & Mobile Electronics; this SLC must
be on the ground floor; there should be a close physical linkage to the Business
Information and Technology SLC.

2. Business Information _and Technology — whose CTE spaces include Business
Management, PC Support and Network Lab; this SLC must be on the ground
floor; there should be a close physical linkage to the Hospitality, Education and
Leadership SLC.

3. Physical Sciences & Technology — whose CTE space includes Engineering
Technology; this SLC must be on the ground floor; there should be a close
physical linkage to the Life Science SLC.

4. Life Science — whose CTE space includes Allied Health; there should be a close
physical linkage to the Physical Sciences & Technology SLC.

5. Visual & Performing Arts — whose CTE spaces include Digital Design, Journalism,
and a non-CTE Arts Class (Graphic)
